Our Clinical Internship Program is designed to offer health professionals an opportunity to
shadow highly trained specialists in their area of interest. Because INECO is dedicated to the
assessment, diagnosis, treatment, and prevention of cognitive and behavioral disorders, interns
get to experience a multidisciplinary approach to the understanding of the vast array of
pathologies treated at the Institute. As an intern at INECO, you will get to participate in clinical
discussions, patient evaluation, and rehabilitation groups, depending on your language skills.

The Institute focuses on the diagnoses and treatment of the following conditions: Normal
Ageing, Memory Disorders, Mild Cognitive Impairment, Attention Deficit with or without
Hyperactivity Disorder in Adults (ADHD), Depression, Anxiety Disorder, Panic Disorder,
Alzheimer’s disease (AD) and related Disorders, Frontotemporal Dementia (FTD), Vascular
Cognitive Dementia, Dementia with Lewy Bodies, Secondary Dementia to Alcoholism (Korsakoff
syndrome), Creutzfeldt-lJakob Disease, Confusional States, Schizophrenia, Bipolar Disorder,
Obsessive Compulsive Disorder, Parkinson’s disease and other abnormal movements.

We also provide assistance to patients suffering from cognitive, language, and behavioral
disorders due to: Head trauma, Stroke, Multiple Sclerosis, Epilepsy, Brain tumours, Brain
infections, Sleep Disorders,Parkinson’s Disease and Abnormal movements.

Our Research Internship Program is designed to offer
students a full immersion into the world of cognitive
research by working closely with an
psychiatrists,

speech pathologists,

neuroscience

interdisciplinary team of neurologists,

psychologists, neuropsychologists,

biologists, biostatisticians, philosophers and physicists.
INECO houses a research lab with a multidisciplinary group
comprising. Among the most important contributions of this
group was the identification of brain areas related to the
process of human decision making, the neural mechanisms
of aggression in collaboration with Andy Calder (UK), the role
of the insula in emotional processes, the brain areas involved
in the development of symptoms of the attention deficit
with hyperactivity disorder (ADHD), and the assessment of
frontal functioning in neurological and psychiatric
pathologies. Furthermore, our group was the first to
describe the emotional processing of patients with minimum

consciousness impairment.

The INECO research group is currently collaborating with
John Hodges and Karalyn Paterson (Brain and Cognition Unit,
Cambridge, UK), Antoine Bechara (University of lowa, USA),
Luke Clark (University of Cambridge, UK), John Duncan and
Adrian Owen (Brain and Cognition Unit, Cambridge, UK), and
Jeffrey Max (University of San Diego, USA).

Because our research team is fluent in English, interns are
not required to have Spanish skills in order to apply to this
program. However, if you are interested in developing
language skills in the medical and research field, the program
can be adjusted to fulfill your interests.

Interns in this program are assigned a tutor who supervises
their work and guides them through the process from the
first day. Tutors and interns are matched according to
common areas of interest.



Our Language Internship Program is designed to offer

students of the Spanish language, as well as young
translators, an opportunity to practice their language skills on
site, with a focus on the medical field. Because of the large
volume of research conducted at INECO and the constant
communication with our international collaborators, English-
to-Spanish and Spanish-to-English translations are always
needed. The language program is a flexible option for interns
looking for an intensive and rewarding experience that will

solidify their language skills in this particular field.

The program includes supervision by a Spanish/English
bilingual staff member, conversation workshops, language
articles, and pronunciation workshops when needed.
