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The Forum of Young Researchers (FYRE) is a group of young, enthusiastic clinical scientists interested in the study of patients with disorders of cognitive and language functions. It is associated with the World Federation of Neurology – Research Group on Aphasia and Cognitive Disorders (WFN-RGACD) and it has a twofold aim:

· to encourage young, promising investigators to make their high-quality and academically distinctive work known to the WFN-RGACD research community;

· to strengthen the collaboration among young and senior researchers through the WFN-RGACD and its membership organisations.

The candidate posters will be subject to the same selection procedure as other abstract submissions to the meeting. At the meeting, the participating posters will be judged by a special panel consisting of the present and past chairs of the WFN RGACD. The author of the best poster will win free registration for the next RGACD Meeting in 2012.
